DIRECTOR’S NOTE

Father of the Bride started its life as a novel by Edward
Streeter in 1949. Its universal topic made it relatable to all audienc-
es and soon in 1950 the first film adaptation would grace the silver
screen starring Spencer Tracy and Elizabeth Taylor. The cast would
reunite for a sequel in 1951 titled Father’s Little Dividend. Caroline
Francke would adapt the original 1949 story into a play in 1951.
Ten years later in 1961 it would be adapted into a sitcom. Thirty
years after the ill-fated sitcom the story would again hit cinemas,
this time starring Steve Martin (1991). This version would garner a
direct sequel (1995) and a short film follow up (2020). The story was
again adapted into a film starring Andy Garcia and Gloria Estefan
for HBO Max in 2022.

People have been laughing along with this story for over 70
years. [ hope that it lifts your heart and lightens your spirit.
